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First speech:
Respect to art, as a heavenly inspiration and especially respect to music and ancient musical

instrument, Tanbour, as the oldest instrument of East and Iran because of tone and old musical
culture that this musical instrument presents by it's tone and Maghams.
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Interval and Octave:

1. Interval: The distance between two pitches is called on interval.
2. Octave: is the interval between one musical pitch and another with half or double it's frequency.
For example, in Tanbour the distance between 2 free hands note to 2 twelfth frets is called on octave.
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* The tone's extent of Tanbour is one scale and one tone.
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When is located below or on a note, that note is played with emphasis. Thus the plectrum is played ? stronger and

move the strings in the specified place a little bit upward.
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1.Do note, bottom fingerboard: the twelfth Tanbour's fret.

2. La note: the ninth Tanbour's fret.
3.Si flat: the tenth Tanbour's fret.
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1. Tekye: refers to the upper note to make the music elegant.
2. Sol flat or Fa sharp: the sixth Tanbour's fret.

3. Mi: the fourth Tanbour's fret.
