The Tombak Quartet: The term ‘quartet’ means a piece of music for four
musicians. In this piece, a melodic line in the Mahoor scale accompanies
some of the rhythm sentences which creates a special atmosphere. In
performing a melodic line, one can make use of different instruments
and even perform it without melody. Hence, the part without melody has
been included in the CD. The continuous and bar by bar change through-
out the piece is totally accidental i.e. no previous intentional calculations
have been done in the arrangement and changing of the bars. First, the
sentences were played unconsciously and it was after notation that the
alternate changing structure of the rhythmic sentences emerged.
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Whirlpool: The name is relatedto the continuous and rotary changes of
the nuances, weak and strong beats resulting in the lively mood of the
piece.
